Before You Begin










Thank you for purchasing the new HECON Quick-Key™ Base10 Copy Control System. This system provides you with the most advanced and easy to use system available for controlling your copier usage.










The first touch with the “yes” (green) button on the Programming Key will select the operating language of your Base10 unit.  Please be sure to only touch the “yes" (green) button to the Base10 controller when it is asking if you want it to speak the particular language in which you want it to operate.

Components of the HECON Quick-Key™ Base10 System 


HECON Quick-Key™ Button (abbreviated QK)   

The QK is the small, round button-like device that is used to Touch ON (enable) and Touch OFF (disable) the copy machine.  QKs can be programmed in different modes:  debit units, debit value, credit units or credit value.  QKs can be reprogrammed and have an expected life of 10 years or 150,000,000 read/write cycles.  


HECON Quick-Key™ Mounting Devices 


There are three different ways HECON provides for mounting QKs:


a. 
QK Key Chain Mount (Key Fob) with Tape Pads- 






QKs can be attached to a Key Chain mount with a tape pad that is included.  These key chain mounts are sold in packages of 25 and 100 piece kits and can be attached to any key chain.


b.
QK Card Mount -  QKs are attached to a plastic card, similar to a credit card.  Also, QK Buttons can be attached to existing ID cards or badges using our Card Punch Mount Kit. 






c.  Ultra Strength, Self-Stick Tape Pads - Double-sided tape pads that are the same diameter as QKs can be attached to virtually any flat surface.  


HECON Quick-Key™ Base10 Controller    


This unit is used to control access to the copy machine and to program QKs in the system. Controllers can be either mounted directly to your copier or for easier use they can be mounted using our optional mounting brackets.  Each controller has a unique four digit ID number.  The ID number can be found on the back of each controller, or by holding a user’s QK on the receptacle for one second after touching off (this also shows the site code).  We suggest that you make a list of each controller ID number and where that controller is located in your system. 


Programming Key (abbreviated PK)
     


This is used to program the user’s QKs and the Base10 Controllers.  Each PK has a unique site code.  As you are programming controllers and QKs using your PK, you are setting your unique site code.  This provides the security that controllers cannot be reprogrammed with another PK, and QKs from another system cannot use copier machines in your system. 


We suggest that you keep your Programming Key in a secure place.

1.2
Using the Programming Key (PK)







The Programming Key has two QK buttons attached.  One button is a higher profile than the other and has a green sticker attached to the back of it.  This button is used to provide a “yes” response or to increment a digit in a programmable number.  The lower profile button has a red sticker attached to the back of the card and is used to provide a “no” response or to advance the cursor under programmable numbers.  


Touch “yes”- 
Touch the higher profile button with the green sticker 






attached to the back of it to the receptacle on the Controller.


Touch “no”  -
Touch the lower profile button with the red sticker attached






to the back of the card to the receptacle on the Controller.











Programming  
Certain numerical parameters within the QK Buttons and the QK Base10
A Number  -  
Controllers are programmed by using the PK.   To program a number, use 


the “yes” button on the PK to increment the digit that the cursor is located 


under. To move the cursor, use the “no" button on the PK.  Each “no” touch 


will advance the cursor one space.  After the cursor has been moved past the 


last digit, the Controller will display the new number and ask “OK”?  Touch “yes” 


if it is OK.  Touch “no” and you can reprogram the number.

1.3
Using the HECON Quick-Key™ (QK)

Once a HECON QK has been programmed it is used by simply touching it to the receptacle on the Base10 controller (Touch ON).  A successful touch will enable the copier and allow the user to begin the copy process.  With this process, the value stored in the key is transferred to the controller.  This information is stored in the controller and is updated with each copy that is made.  Upon completion of the copying process, the user must transfer the new value of the QK by again touching the QK to the receptacle on the controller.  (Touch OFF).

When the system is first installed, users may occasionally forget to "Touch OFF".  When either a timeout (See Change Base10 Parameters) occurs or another user touches on, the controller automatically stores the QK ID and value.  The user must come back to the copier where they forgot to Touch Off and reclaim their QK value before they can make copies at another controller in the system.

Only QKs programmed with the same system site code can be used in your 
system.  QKs can be program-med to operate in one of four operating modes.  Different QKs, programmed in different operating modes can operate within the same system.

1.4
Operating Modes



A QK can be programmed to operate in one of four operating modes:


a.
Debit Units  - The QK contains a predetermined number of copies that a user can make.  This number will be subtracted by one for each normal size copy and two for each oversized copy.  The user can make copies until the remaining value of the QK is zero.


b.
Credit Units - The QK starts with zero copies and increments by one for each normal sized copy made and two for each oversized copy.  A  limit can be set in the controller as to how many copies a user can make before the QK must be reset to zero.


c.
Debit Value - The QK is programmed with a predetermined value set as currency.  The value will be reduced by the amount set in the controller for normal and oversized copies.  The user can make copies until the remaining value of the QK s less than the cost of a copy.


d.
Credit Value  - The QK starts with zero value and increments by an amount set in the controller for each normal and oversized copy made.  A limit can be set in the controller for how much value can be charged to a QK before it must be reset to zero.


1.5
Setting Up the HECON Quick-Key™ Base10 Controller(s)


Setting the Language   


All QK Base10 Controllers are programmed in English, Spanish, German and French.  When you first initialize the controller you will be asked which language you would like it to speak.  By  touching “yes” with the Programming Key (PK) as the appropriate language is displayed, your controller will now operate in that language.

Setting the Site Code  

The site code is set when you set the language (see above).  Once the site code is set only that Programming Key can be used to program that controller or to program user’s QKs in the system.





IMPORTANT: Record the site code as it appears on the Programming Key in a safe place.  In the event that you loose or misplace your PK, HECON can create a replacement PK with your unique site code.  Also, 
the site code and language can be changed.  This is covered later on in 

this manual. 












The controller will now be in the Main Loop

2.
Programming Mode - Programming HECON Quick-Keys™

To Enter Program Mode 

When the controller is in the Main Loop,  touch “yes" with the PK.  This allows you to program QKs and the Base10 controller. 


Select Operating Mode 


To select the operating mode of a QK, first enter the Program Mode.  The controller will ask you if you want to enter one of the four operating modes.  If the operating mode that is displayed is the one that you want, then touch “yes” with the PK.  If not, touch “no” and another mode will be displayed.  Continue this operation until you select the desired mode.


2.1
Formatting a Debit Unit or Debit Value HECON Quick-Key™   


Before a QK can be used in your system, it must be formatted with a site code and operating mode.  This procedure will also reformat a previously formatted key. 


1.
Enter Program Mode                









2. 
Select the Debit Units or the Debit Value Operating Mode that you want to format the QK.


3.  Prompt will ask  “Add copies (value) to HECON Quick-Key™?”  



Touch “no” with PK. 


4.  Prompt will now ask “Format a new HECON Quick-Key™?”  


Touch “yes”  with PK.









5.  Prompt will show preset number and ask  “preset OK?” This is the units or value that will be set to a QK as it is formatted. If the preset is OK, Touch “yes” with PK.  Touch either new or previously used QKs to the controller and they will be formatted in the debit mode that you selected with the preset value shown. 

6.
If the preset is NOT OK, Touch “no” with PK.  You need to adjust the preset amount with the PK.  With new installations, the screen will read Adjust: 00000000.  With a previously used system the last preset you set will appear.  By pressing "no", the screen will read Adjust: 00000000.  The "no" button will space you to the right and to the position you want to change.  The "yes" button will then increment the number by one.  When the correct preset is programmed, space over to the end of the display and touch no.




For example, in debit units:  If you want your preset to be 1000, space over with the no button until you get to the fourth position from the right and touch the yes button to change the zero to a 1.   



The display will read Preset: (number you selected) and ask you if Preset is OK?  Touch "yes" if it is okay, or "no" to change preset amount.  The prompt will now ask "Ready to format Debit units 
 (value)?"  Either touch new or previously used buttons or touch no with the programming key.  If you touch a button, Formatting. . . will be displayed then the preset amount Copies (Values):  (number you selected).



7. 
When finished formatting QKs, touch “no” with PK.  This will return you to the Main Loop.




2.2
Formatting a Credit Unit or Credit Value HECON Quick-Key™   
Before a QK can be used in your system it must be formatted with a site code and operating mode.  Also, this procedure will reformat a previously formatted key. 



1.
Enter Program Mode                










2.  Select the Credit Units or Credit Value Operating Mode that you want to format the QK.



3.  Prompt will ask  “Reset HECON QK copies (value) to zero?”



Touch “no”  with PK.  





4.  Prompt will now ask “Format a new HECON Quick-Key™?”



Touch “yes”  with PK.










5.  Prompt will be “Ready to format Credit units (Credit Value).  Touch either new (unformatted) or previously used QKs to the controller and they will be formatted in the credit mode that you selected with zero units or value.








6.  When finished formatting QKs, touch “no” with PK.  This will return you to the Main Loop.

Adding Copies (Value) to Debit HECON Quick-Key™
 
To add units or value to an existing Debit QK:



1.  Enter Program Mode.



 







2.  Select  correct operating mode of QK.  




(Debit Units or Debit Value)

 Prompt will ask “Add copies  (value) to HECON Quick-Key™?” 



Touch “yes” with PK.



4.  Prompt will ask “Increment OK?” This is the units or value that will be added to a HECON Quick-Key™ each time it is touched to the controller.  If the increment is OK, touch “yes with PK.  Touch QK to the controller.  With each touch you will see the old and then the new value. If the increment is not OK, touch “no” with PK.  Adjust the increment.  Touch QKs to the controller.




5.  When finished adding copies/(value) to QKs, touch “no” with PK.  This will return you to the Main Loop.

Resetting Credit HECON Quick-Keys™ to Zero  


To reset a credit units or credit value QK to zero:


1.  Enter Program Mode.



 





2.  Select correct operating mode of QK.



(Credit Units or Credit Value)

3.  Prompt will ask “Reset HECON QK copies (value) to zero?” 



Touch “yes” with  PK.









4.  Prompt will be “Ready to reset a user’s HECON Quick-Key™?”  Touch a QK to the controller.  As each QK is touched to the controller, you will first see the credit amount of the QK and then zero when it is reset.




5.  When finished resetting a QK to zero, touch “no” with.  This will return you to the Main Loop.

Maintenance Mode










In the Maintenance mode you can perform the following functions:



1.  Display the contents of a user’s QK.









2.  Change the operating parameters of the Base10 controller.







3.  Change the parameters on how  the Base10 controller interfaces with the copier.




4.  Reset all the parameters changed in 2 & 3 to the factory settings.






5.  Reset the site code and select a new language.

3.1
Display HECON Quick-Key™ Contents








This function allows you to verify the operating parameters of a QK.  A QK contains the following information:



1.  QK type - This is operating mode that the QK is formatted to operate in. See Programming QKs (Section 2).


2.  Copies or value of the QK - In a debit QK this is the remaining value of the QK.  In a credit QK, this is the amount that has been charged to the QK.
  







3. 
Whether or not a user has forgotten to “Touch OFF” after making copies.  (At the end of the copy run). 


4.  The ID number of the last copier machine that was used - This is particularly important if the user forgot to “Touch Off" of that copier.



To display the contents of a HECON QK








1. 
Enter Maintenance mode









2. 
Prompt will ask “Display HECON Quick-Key™ contents?” 



Touch “yes” with PK.



3. 
Prompt will display “Ready to read a HECON Quick-Key™”  



Touch a HECON Quick-Key™ to the controller.

5.  When you are finished reviewing the parameters of the QKs, Touch “no” with the PK at the “Ready to Read a HECON Quick-Key™” prompt.










         

3.2
Change Base10 Parameters









This function allows you to program the operating parameters of the Base10 controller.



1.  
Cost per copy.  This is the value that will be subtracted from debit value QKs and added to credit value QKs for each copy made.  Maximum charge per copy is 32.000.  Minimum charge is 00.001.  Factory preset is 00.050.






2.  
Oversized Multiplier.  The number set here will multiply the cost per copy amount.  This value will be subtracted from debit value QKs and added to credit value QKs.  Units QKs will be charged two (2) copies.  The range is 9.9 - 1.0.  Factory preset is 1.0. 



3.  
Limit.  This is the maximum number of copies that a credit units QK can make and the maximum amount that can be charged to a credit value QK before it must be reset to zero.  Maximum is 65000 units and a value of 10000.  Factory preset is 65000 units and 10000 value.




NOTE: 
If you set the limit higher than 10000, a Warning Message "Note Value Key Limit at 10000" will be displayed on the Controller during programming.  The unit limit will be as displayed, but the value limit will default to 10000.

4.
First Pulse Timeout.  New digital copies first scan all the originals prior to copies being made unlike an analog copier that copies one original at a time.  In this case, the controller needs to allow for a long enough lead-time prior to copying.  This value is the amount of time the controller will wait while originals are being scanned into the digital copier before returning to the scrolling message.  If you have an analog copier, this first timeout should be set to the same value as the other timeout.  This timeout is adjustable from 5 to 4000 seconds.  The factory default is 60 seconds (0060).  An entry of 0 will disable this feature.

5. 
Timeout.  This value is the amount of time the controller will wait with no copies being made or no controller activity before returning to the scrolling message.  When the timeout is reached, the user's QK value will be stored in the controller until the user reclaims it by touching "ON".  While this adjustable from 5 to 4000 seconds, most users employ a timeout of 30 to 90 seconds.  An entry of 0 will disable the timeout feature entirely.  The factory default is 60 seconds (0060).



To change the Base10 parameters:




1.  Enter the Maintenance mode.










2.  At the “Display HECON Quick-Key™ contents?” prompt, Touch “no” with PK.





3.  Controller will ask, “Change Base10 parameters?”  Touch “yes” with PK.






4.  Display will show each of the parameters described above in sequence and ask if you want to change them.  Touch “yes” with the PK for each one you want to adjust, and change the number by using your PK.  (“no” to advance the cursor - “yes” to advance the digit).  







5.  After you have stepped through the four parameters you will return to the Main Loop.













3.3
Change Copier Parameters









There should be little or no need for you to change the copier parameters.  All necessary programming will be factory preset.  If there is a need to change the parameters of the copier machine interface it should be done by your service technician during installation.  The programmable copier parameters are:

1. 
Sense Time - Minimum duration of a copy pulse that will be counted by the Base10 controller.  Factory preset is 00050 milliseconds.

2.  
Blind Time - Length of time between copy pulses during which the Base10 controller will not accept additional pulses.  Factory preset is 00050 milliseconds.

3.  
Off Delay - Required for copiers that transmit a copy pulse at the end of the copy cycle.  This sets a time that the controller remains enabled to capture the copy pulse.  The range is 0 - 25.0 seconds.  The factory default is 0.


NOTE:
Off delay will only start once the relay delay is completed.  If no relay delay was set, off delay will immediately start after the button is touched on the controller.


NOTE:
If both relay and off delays are set, a "Please Wait" message will be displayed for the total of both intervals.

4.  
Relay Delay - Required for copiers that must remain enabled for 
the entire copy cycle.  This sets a time that the controller leaves the copier machine enabled after touching off.  The range is 0 - 25.0 seconds.  The factory default is 0.


NOTE:
If you change the relay delay, the message "Please Wait" will be displayed for the amount of time the relay delay was changed.


NOTE:
If both relay and off delays are set, the "Please Wait" message will be displayed for the total of both intervals.

5.
Reserved - Only works if off delay and/or relay delay are set greater than zero (0).  Reserved creates an automatic limit offset that allows the controller to capture every possible copy being made even if you "touch-off", the controller times out or a QK reaches its limit.  The range is 0 - 25.0 seconds.  The factory default is 0.  


If used with oversized multiplier, the multiplier will double the reserve for units.


(E.g.) 3 (reserve) x 2 (multiplier - 6 (limit reserve, buffer)


For value, it will multiply the cost per copy value times the number in reserve times the multiplier.


(E.g.) 3 (reserve) x $.50 (cost per copy) - $1.50 x 2 (multiplier) = $3.00 (reserve offset, buffer).


NOTE:
If reserved is in use, debit buttons may never reach zero and credit buttons may never reach their set limit.

6.  
Pulse Window - A time setting to capture a second pulse (if available) for oversized copies.  The range is 16.0 - 00.0.  Factory preset is 00.0 tenths of a second.

7. 
Sound On/Off - A setting to determine whether the controller emits audible beeps for confirming actions and warnings.  Factory 
preset is on.


To change the copier parameters:






1.  Enter Maintenance mode.








2.  At “Display HECON Quick-Key™ contents?” prompt, Touch “no”  with PK.




3.  At “Change Base10 parameters?” prompt, Touch “no” with PK.




4. 
Display will ask, “Change copier parameters?”  



Touch “yes” with PK.




5.  Display will show each of the parameters described above in sequence and ask if you want to change them.  Touch “yes” with the PK for each one you want to adjust, and change the number by using you PK.






6.  After you have stepped through the six parameters you will return to the Main Loop.

3.4
Reset to Factory Settings










This provides the ability to reset all of the Base10 controller settings and the copiers interface settings to the factory preset settings.  This is used primarily when you are reconfiguring your system or moving the controller to another copy machine. 


To reset to factory settings:    










1.  Enter Maintenance mode.









2.  At “Display HECON Quick-Key™ contents?” prompt, Touch “no” with PK.





3.  At “Change Base10 parameters?” prompt, Touch “no” with PK.




4.  At  “Change copier parameters?” prompt,  Touch “no” with PK.




5.  Controller will ask, “Reset all to factory settings?”  Touch “yes” with PK.



6.  Parameters are reset and you will return to the Main Loop.












3.5
Reset the Site Code and Set a Language







This provides the capability of changing the site code of a controller (you will need a new PK) and/or changing the language of the controller.


To reset the site code and set a language:

3.  At “Change Base10 parameters?” prompt, Touch “no” with PK.





4.  At “Change copier parameters?” prompt,  Touch “no” with PK.

At “Reset all to factory settings?” prompt,  Touch “no” with PK.





6.  Controller will ask “Reset the Site Code and Select a Language?” Touch “yes” with PK.



7.
The controller will now be in the initial status as shipped from the factory.  Refer to the Setting up the QK™ Base10 Controller section of this manual (Section 1.5).
